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Distribution patterns of Lepthyphantes species of the Alps (Linyphiidae)
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The distribution areas of some Lepthyphantes species of the Alps apparently are due
to historical factors. Data are presented first on species endemic in the Alps and on
arctic-alpine species. Furthermore, the species closely allied to L. mansuetus and
L. annulatus respectively are discussed, which form two superspecies different in their
spatial and temporal relations. ‘
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
